before serving add the condensed pomegranate juice. Let is stew slowly
until ready to serve.

Remove the 1id when it boils and pour in a little rold water
and keep boiling. When the rice floats on the water it is ready to be
drained. Wesh with a small smount of hot water., Place a smll piere of
cooking fat in a savcepan, and when it is hot put a cup of water in with
it., Stir and then remove most of it leaving just a small quan tity in

the botiom of the saucepan. Put the rice in the ran and heat. When the
rice steams add fat and water that wa.s removed. Turn the heat low and
allow the rice to resch the last stage of cooking by steaming, After
steaming for about half an hour the rice is ready to scrve,

TEMBI POWER STATICN

The idea of having a centralised modern power station in M.I.S.
dates back to 1917, vhen a stretch alongside the Tembi River was chosen
for its location. The main reason for selecting this site was that
gas turbines had not been invented in those dpys and the steam turbines
which had to be used required an abundant and easily available water
supply.

The present power station consi sts of two sections: the old
section, with a capacity of 9000 KW made up of four steam turbires,
two of 1500 KW each, ordered from Brown Boveri of Switzerland in 1920
and installed in 1922, plus two 3000 KW each, ordered from English
Electric in 1925 and 1929 respectively and installed in 1927 and 1929.
The amount of water required for the power station and the oil pump
house adjacent to it is appromimately 800,000 gallons per hour. The
new section, with a capacity of 8000 KW is made up of two gas turbires,
with a capacity of LOOO KW each. They were ordered from Brown Boveri
in 1948 and installed in 1955 and 1956. An entire new building was

constructed to house these turkines and sets them apart rrom the old
section.

The two sections give the Tembi Power Station a total capacity
of 17,000 KW, supplying the industrial and domestic power needs of
all Masjid-i-Sulsiman. Today the power supply barely meets require-
ments ard further enlargement of the station is under study.

After the construction of the power station itself, the Tembi
area was developed, and the small, tut attractive club, is well
known today as a favourite spot by most of the personnel -living in
the main M,I.S. residential area. :

subordinates by competing with them. The capable ones will
quit, the others will sit back ard let him do the wrk. And
he will have no time for the thinking and planning that are
important parts of his job.

Be careful what yoi say and how you say it.

Plan in advance what you're going to say and how you're going to
say "it, whensver you have an important telk with an assistant
or an employee, Choose your words with care even in seemingly
unimportant talks and chance remarks. What the supervisor says
has special impect on subordimates. An unintended inflection
of the voice, careless choice of works, by-passing a subject a
subordirate has brought up, can all breed misunderstanding and
insecurity thmt interfere with efficient werk. Thoughtless

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STUDY OF THE"'cAtiéE' 6’1?“ACCIDENTS _IN MIS FIELD

In nrder to ‘reduce the number of: dlsabllng injuries in

MIS Field it is intended to quote -in this. Bulletln the cause of
accidents,

We believe that when the cause of any aecident is knbwn,

the preventive measures for accidents of the same nature will
become much easier.

We would also like to put all supervisors in the picture

of what is happening in the various sections and feel that by
experience  they can lower the rate of accidents corsiderably.

1.

During the month of February 1960 there were five

disabling injuries as follows:

Whilst cleaning a shaft, a piece of grit fell in the left eye
of one of the workers in the workshops; he was off duty for

3 days. Safety goggles were issued to him, but he did not
care to use them. '

While maeking a grease cap from iron, a piece of iron fell in
the left eye of one of: the workers in the Electrical Workshops.
The section lost 2 man days. The man had safety goggles, but
did not use them.

At Tembi boiler house, a man slipped and received foot injuries
while shifting superheater heads. He was sent home for 2 days.
When lifting heavy 1oads, put your feet on a hard and non-
slippery surface.

At Rig No. B160, an operator received a chipped fracture left
calconeem while going up the steps to take a meter reading.
His left foot slipped and causéd the injury. Pour weeks'
production was lost. Put your feet on steps firmly.

While a carpenter was working in the sump at Tembi 0il Pumping
Station he slid and the fingers of his left hand were injured.

Field, the balance being consumed by the auxiliary equipment in

the Power Station, the oil pumping station and Tembi Avrea.

The maximum load of M,I,S. Field reached a peak of

10,050 kilowatt on 1st December, 1959, the highest ever recorded
in the history of Tembi, In these past Winter months the daily
average load was about 7,500 to 8.000 K.W., with peak-loads at

" Besides the “steam-turbo generators there are four turbo-driven

In 1959 these pumps needed 67.000
tons of steam to pump through a total of 21,700,000 barrels of

' crude and fuel,

The steam for the steam~generators and turbo-oil pumps is
generated in 5 boilers with a total capacity of 145,000 lbs/hour.
In 1959 they produced a total of 300.000 tons of steam., To
generate this amount of steam a total of 25.000 tons of gas

and 1.200 tons of fuel had to be burned in these boilers,
